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About the Toyano Inverted Bamboo Grove

The “inverted bamboo” growing in this thicket has unique branches that bend sharply
downwards, a variation of hachiku bamboo. This precious plant was designated as a national
natural monument on October 12, 1922 due to its high scientific value for Japan.
