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Outline of Minami-ku

Minami-ku (Minami Ward) covers an area comprising one former city and two former villages —
Shirone City, Ajikata Village and Tsukigata Village — located almost at the center of the Niigata
Plain. It is green farmland with two rivers, the Shinano River on its east side and the Nakanokuchi
River running through the ward. The abundant natural surroundings can be enjoyed throughout
the year, from colorful flowers, to full-rice stalks ready for harvest, to rich and full flavored, sweet
fruit on their trees.

In Minami-ku, old, traditional events are kept alive, including the Shirone Oodako Gassen
(Shirone Giant Kite Battle) with its 300-year history, and the Tsukigata Kakubeijishi (acrobatic
dance by children wearing lion heads). Visiting the former residence of the Sasagawa Family,
village headmen in the Edo period, one can feel the richness of the Kanbara farming breadbasket
and something of what it was like to be a farm village in those days.

Minami-ku is striving to develop the three sectors of agriculture, industry and commerce in
balanced harmony. In addition to farming, manufacturing focuses on traditional crafts, including

ZTDBNICHhTHEREAD, butsudan (family Buddhist altars) and sickles, which are promoted as local brands.
